Procedure By-Law No. 00-8058 XE "By-Laws:Procedure By-Law No. 00-8058 - 1st Reading - 104/00" Error! Bookmark not defined.


Section 149 of The Municipal Act requires that a Council must establish a procedure by-law and review that by-law at least once during its term of office.  It also obliges a council to govern itself in accordance with its Procedures By-Law.

Recently, Council expressed a desire to change its meeting schedule to hold both Council and Committee meetings on the second and fourth Mondays.  The Council meeting will be held at 6:00 p.m., followed by the Committee Meeting where discussions will take place on recommendations to be decided upon at the next Council meeting.  The purpose of this decision is twofold.  Firstly, it will allow the local cable television company to televise the Committee meetings as well as the Council meetings, and secondly, it will allow an extra week for public awareness and public input on matters of public interest.

The Procedures By-Law has been changed to reflect Council’s wishes.  In addition, other minor changes have been made to bring the by-law up to date.

Application for Subdivision – Lions Park Housing – CP-7/00 XE "Lions Park Housing:Subdivision - Res 107/00"

The applicant, Lions Park Housing, wish to subdivide the property known as Parcel A, Plan 2464 PLTO in River Lot 92,93 & 94, Parish of Portage la Prairie.  The intention is to develop Phase 1, being 71 Bareland Condo Units, of Four Phases, for development of this property.

The application for subdivision received from the Province recommends that this proposal be approved, subject to the owner obtaining the necessary variation orders.

This application has been circulated to the various City Departments with no major concerns being expressed.  The entire property is zoned R1 – Single family dwelling district and R2 – Two family dwelling district.

Application for Variation: Allan Miller XE "Variation:Miller, Allan - Application for Variation - Res. 108/00" 

The applicant, Allan Miller, who is in a wheelchair, wishes to convert his existing attached garage into a covered wheelchair access.  To do this he is requesting that the garage door be removed and made into an exterior wall.  This effectively changes the use from a Garage to a closed in wheelchair ramp.  As per zoning By-Law No. 7680, Table 4-3 (a) if there is no attached garage or carport, one side yard shall be 5.0 meters (17 feet).  Thus, with the changes in use a variation is required from 5.0 meters (17 feet) to 2.3 meters (7.70 feet).

The Manager of Building Inspections wishes to note that the garage is set back far enough behind the front of the house to allow a vehicle to park in front of the existing garage without encroaching onto the public area.

This property is zoned R1 – Single Family Dwelling District.  Administratively, there are no concerns.

2000 Paving Program – For Information Only XE "Streets and Roads:2000 Paving Program - FIO" 

As per quality standard DOP-EN-10, all of the asphalt street pavements are rated on an annual basis.  

The annual rating has been completed and the following streets have been selected for this year’s overlay program, pending tendered prices and available budget:

Poplar Bay

Lorne Avenue East
Royal Road to 3rd Street NE

Crescent Road

Royal Road to 4th Street SW

Meighen Avenue
E. Leg of Astbury Bay to Campbell Place

7th Avenue West
3rd Street NW to 4th Street NW

Thackery Avenue
2nd Street NE to 3rd Street NE

7th Avenue East

Tupper Street to 2nd Street NE

5th Street NE

Saskatchewan Avenue to Lorne Avenue

Countess Avenue
4th Street SE to 5th Street SE

Spruce Bay

2nd Street NE.

Lorne Avenue to Fisher Avenue

2nd Street NW

5th Avenue to 6th Avenue

The streets have been chosen from the list depending upon the final rating, overall age and future plans for the street and the condition of the existing infrastructure under the street.  Some streets have been rated as a higher priority, however, these generally require reconstruction, or replacement of sewer and water lines prior to overlaying.

Asphalt curb and boulevard reconstruction on Dickens Avenue will be included in the program providing that Grant In Aid is approved.  Grant In Aid funding has also been requested for Crescent Road and 7th Avenue.

The total estimated cost for the work described above is $317,959 with $39,500 being reimbursed through the Grant In Aid Program.  The net estimated city cost for these streets would be $280, 968 ($265,000 in budget).  The total expenditure will not exceed the budget amount or $265,000.

Park Drive – 24th Street NW to Sissons Drive

This section of road is presently closed to traffic.  Constructing this portion of road will facilitate better traffic flow in the area.  The construction will include excavation, filter cloth, gravel base work, ditching and seeding.

Loading Ramp at Water Treatment Plant.  

The loading ramp will receive an asphalt overlay.

This year’s paving tender will also include work being done at the Koko Platz Recreation Club Inc.  The project includes some gravel base work and asphalt to be applied on the existing rink area.  The construction costs will be covered by the club.  The City of Portage la Prairie will provide layout and inspection services associated with this work.



15 Minute Parking Sign Removal XE "Streets and Roads:15 Minute Parking Sign Removal - Res. 110/00" 


The 15 minute parking signs at the NE corner of the intersection of Tupper Street and 6th Avenue were installed a few years ago when a business was located at the adjacent property.

The business no longer exists.  The current owner of the property no longer desires the 15 minute parking sign.

The Highways Traffic By-Law requires that Council must authorize the installation and removal of signs designating parking areas on City streets.

The tender includes the supply of one Cube Van with conventional cab and chassis.  The bidders were requested to submit a price on a unit basis and also a price allowed for trade in.  The tender package award is proposed to be awarded on the unit price less the trade price.

Craig Dunn Motor City did not meet specifications so it is recommended to be rejected on that basis.  

It is recommended to go with the next lowest bidder which is Westward Ford.  Westward Ford tender met all requirements as requested in tender package 00PT006.

The budget total for purchase of Cube Van with trade in unit is $50,000, including 3% GST.  The low bid for the Cube Van complete with all taxes is $43, 191.18, which is approximately $6,800 under tender.
