The applicant, Kevin Steckley of Steckley Consulting and Engineering, wishes to amend the Zoning By-Law No. 7680 for the property legally described as Lot 1, Block 3, Plan 1810 to allow Accessory Uses, Buildings and Structures as a Conditional Use in a C4 – Planned Shopping Centre District for the purpose of allowing a stand alone building or structure as a Conditional Use in a C4 – Planned Shopping Centre District.

Award Request for Proposal – Advertising in Arena

The City publicly advertised for tenders for the advertising in the Portage Centennial Arena for the period of September 1, 2000 to August 31, 2003 with the closing date of July 28th, 2000 with only one submission received.  Prior to tender this year, Portage Ringette Inc. had the exclusive right to advertise in the Arena for the past seven years.

The Portage Ringette have indicated they will pay the City of Portage la Prairie the sum of $500 per year for the right to advertise for the period of three years as outlined in the agreement.

As well, Portage Ringette has requested that the City provide them with permission to assign the rights to advertising on the east arena boards and ice surface to the Portage & District Terriers Junior A Hockey Club for the same period as this tender and in accordance with the terms and conditions outlined in public tender ECD 00-TN-002.  The City has received a written outline from the Terriers outlining their action plan and commitment to sell this advertising.

In exchange for the right to tie into the Ringette bid, the Terriers have agreed to pay Ringette a fixed fee per advertising area sold.


As well, the Terriers have offered the City a game sponsorship-advertising package with a cash value of $500 over the same three-year period.  This provides an excellent opportunity for the City to market itself and the Island of Lights project since we can determine the game date in which we will receive sponsorship.

In reviewing this proposal the actual annual bid of Ringette is $500 less per year than the City had previously received.  However, the willingness of the arena user groups to cooperate with each other and share in revenues, combined with cash outlay and cash value offer to the City, provided no less of an arrangement which the City enjoyed in the last contract.
