On March 8, 1999 City Council passed a resolution to sell to Portage la Prairie Consumers Cooperative Limited approximately 1.51 acres of land for a price of $29,650, subject to the certain conditions.

The Co-op has provided an agreement to purchase the subject property in conformance with Council’s previous offer and subject to the following conditions:

a) The completion of a feasibility study by the Co-op

b) The written approval from the Co-op’s Board of Directors

c) The written approval of Federated Co-operatives Limited Senior Management

d) The appropriate rezoning and subdivision of the land

e) The execution of a development agreement acceptable to the City and the Co-op at Co-op cost.

Typically agreements to purchase have a date on which they lapse if the purchase isn’t consummated.  The requirement for rezoning and subdivision could take six to ten months to complete.

Award of Tender for the Supply of Fuel and Lubricants XE "Tenders/Requests for Proposals:Award of Tender for the Supply of Fuel and Libricants - Res. 55/00" \b 

This tender was advertised publicly in the Daily Graphic.  The tender closed on January 25, 2000.

The tender includes the supply of fuel and lubricants for a two-year period beginning March 1, 2000 and ending February 28, 2002.

Gasoline and diesel fuel make up approximately 91.7% of the total tendered value.  The submitted unit prices for fuel are not firm for two years, but vary according to published “rack” rates.  The tender unit prices are tied to a date for published rack rate, and any increases or decreases in the rack rate throughout the contract term are directly applied to the tendered unit rate.

The total annual budget for gas and diesel is approximately $80,000.   The low tender for gas and diesel, excluding lubricants, is approximately $800 over budget assuming the unit prices do not change for the entire year, and our actual consumptions are no different than the tendered quantities

Operations Office Addition XE "Operations Office:Operations Office Addition - Res. 56/00" \b 

An unsolicited proposal was received from Ellwood McRorie Ltd. for the construction of an addition to the Operations Department office.  This proposal suggested ways to reduce the cost of construction from the original design.  The original low tendered amount was $195,000, including taxes.

The low bidder on the tender issued in 1999 was Regent Construction.  They have not been requested to submit a proposal at this time.  They did, however, respond to a request to identify means of reducing the cost of construction.  Their submission did not identify acceptable changes with substantial savings.

Administration obtained the following legal opinion regarding the acceptance of a proposal following a tender: “Due to the fact that a tender was called initially for the construction of the addition to the Operations Building, the City should follow the same process and reject the unsolicited offer.  The project should be put out for tender again.” Ellwood McRorie was, however, requested to assist the City in identifying means of reducing the cost of construction of the addition, and spent considerable time in doing so.
