Blanchard Local Improvement

Mr. Robert Blanchard has agreed to develop the rear lane running east-west between 11th Street and 12th Street SW at his cost.  The City would develop the rear lane and maintain it.  He has requested that the cost of the work, estimated to be $970 be added to his taxes as a local improvement charge over a two-year period.

Recent City policy has been to add local improvement charges to taxes in full in the year following the completion of the work.  It is then the responsibility of the homeowner to make financing arrangements as necessary.

Robert Blanchard spoke to Council to defend his request to split the cost of this work over two years.  Because the amount is minimal, and only one household is affected, Council agreed to allow the costs plus interest to be added to Mr. Blanchard’s taxes over a two year period.

Rezoning Application – 61345 Manitoba Ltd. c/o RIS Properties Inc. – By-Law 00-8069

The applicant, Kevin Steckley of Steckley Consulting & Engineering, wishes to amend the Zoning By-Law No. 7680 for the property legally described as Lot 1, Block 3, Plan 1810 to allow Accessory Uses, Buildings and structures as a Conditional Use in a C4 – Planned Shopping Centre District for the purpose of allowing a stand-alone building or structure as a Conditional Use in a C4 – Planned Shopping Centre District.

Southport Waterline

The RM has requested that the agreement between the City and Southport Aerospace Centre Inc. be amended to allow the RM to hook up to the Southport waterline.  By agreement dated December 11, 1978 the City agreed to provide up to 400,000 imperial gallons of water per day to Southport at a minimum pressure at the City water treatment plant of 35 pounds per square inch.  The agreement also restricts Southport from supplying water to any other user.

The RM has requested that Southport and the City allow the water line to be used to supply water to the regional water system in accordance with the agreement for that purpose between the City and the RM.  Under the proposed agreement between Southport, the RM and the City, there are no changes to the City’s responsibilities to provide up to  400,000 gallons per day of water to Southport at a minimum of 35 pounds per square inch leaving the water treatment plant.
