Good Order By-Law – By-Law 00-8068

Earlier this year, the City of Portage la Prairie received complaints concerning the use of paintball guns in City limits, and Administration was requested to review the Good Order By-Law to include paintball guns.

After checking with other municipalities, the RCMP and our solicitor, the by-law has been amended to include a more detailed definition of firearms and to provide authorization for any peace officer to seize any firearm being used in an offence under the by-law.

Over the years, the Good Order By-Law has been amended by deleting several clauses that are now covered under other by-laws such as the Noise By-Law, Traffic By-Law, etc. The current by-law contains only two clauses that do not pertain to firearms.  Those clauses concern being drunk in a public place and using profane language.  Since theses misdemeanors are charges under the criminal code, these clauses have become redundant and our solicitor has recommended that they be removed from our by-law.

Discharge of Well Water to City Sewer System at 55-3rd Street NW

Dale

The City’s Sewage By-Law prohibits the discharge of well water into the City’s sanitary sewer system.

Ms. Ruddell has provided a letter from her physician indicating that it may be better for her to use well water than City water.  If Ms. Ruddell is allowed to discharge well water to the sanitary sewer system, a meter will be installed to record the amount of water used and discharged into the sewer systems.

If the house’s plumbing system is hooked up to use the well water, the City water should be turned off at the curb stop to ensure that the well water doesn’t get into the City’s treated water system.  As well, there should be a physical disconnection and capping of the service line within the house.

1. this arrangement lapses at such time as Marguerite Ruddell vacates the premises at 55-3rd Street NW;

2. that the well water not be utilized for human consumption;

3. that the City water service be physically disconnected from the internal plumbing, and that the house water be shut off;

4. that a meter be installed to monitor the amount of well water being used and discharged into the sewer system;

5. that the City be granted access upon request to inspect the plumbing; and

6. that the City be contacted immediately prior to the connection of the well water to the house plumbing system;

7. that the City receive a copy of a letter of authorization from Manitoba Health for the installation.

Award of Tender – St. George Avenue Watermain Renewal

The tender was advertised in the Winnipeg Free Press, Daily Graphic, and through the Heavy Construction Association.  The tender opening was June 27, 2000.

The work includes the replacement of existing watermains, valves and services lines from the main to the property lines.  All restoration work will also be completed under this tender.

This section of waterline has experienced several breaks.  The annual street rating lists this street as a high priority for the overlay program.  The overlay cannot be completed until the watermain is replaced.

The utility budget contains $90,000 for the work described above.  Taking into account the GST rebate, the low bid is $19,004.16 under budget.  The work is scheduled for completion September 30, 2000.

Award of Tender – Janitorial Services for Operations Department Buildings

The tender for the Janitorial Services for Operations Department Buildings includes cleaning service for Water Treatment Plant, Water Pollution Control Facility, Garage offices and Operations offices.  It was advertised in the Daily Graphic for three weeks.  After one week with limited response, it was advertised in the Free Press on Friday, June 16, 2000.  It closed on June 27, 2000.

In the tender package it was stated that all bidders must attend a tour of all facilities on June 19, 2000, but due to the late advertising in the Free Press some bidders did not receive the information prior to the tour so additional tours were scheduled.

One change to the contract is the City of Portage la Prairie will supply all cleaning equipment and supplies for the tender period of two years in order to ensure quality products and equipment are used.  The Operations office addition has increased the cost of janitorial services by 50% for the City Garage.

The bid of $57,465.68 including GST, is over budget by $745.10 per month for the last quarter of the 2000 budget for a total of $2,980.40, divided between utility and general municipal.

A letter was received from D’Arcy & Deacon providing a legal opinion indicating that the bid from Bee Clean should be rejected.
