False Alarm By-Law Amendment – By-Law No. 00-8061

The False Alarm By-Law No. 7626 was adopted in 1994 to regulate and control burglary and robbery alarm systems by requiring False Alarm permits.

When a person who installs an alarm system fails to apply for a permit and the City of Portage la Prairie is made aware of this, the City sends a notice to the person advising them of the requirement for license, along with an application form.

Currently there is no fee for the license.  However, the By-Law is difficult to enforce as non-compliance results in costly court action.  As a means to enforce the by-law more effectively, it is recommended that an application fee of $50.00 be applied if the application for license is not made within 30 days of notice from the City.  The license fee would be subject to penalties and would enable the City to add this to taxes, if necessary.

Purchasing & Tender Policy & By-Law Revision

The Purchasing policy and Tender policy were established in 1995, upon revision of the Purchasing By-Law No. 7719.

Currently, all tenders over $15,000 are approved by resolution of Council.  Tenders are procedural and Council previously adopts the expenditure item through budget approval and the tax levy.  By designating signing authority of the agreements that are a result of the tenders up to $50,000, and tenders for service agreements of up to two years, Council need not review each and every tender for the City of Portage la Prairie.  However, tenders over $50,000, items not included in the budget, and tenders for service agreements exceeding two years would require Council’s approval.

Also, members of Council and staff have expressed a desire to recognize the value of local suppliers involved in the purchasing efforts of the City.  The policy statements of the Tender Policy and the Purchasing Policy have been revised to include the following wording: “The City of Portage la Prairie recognizes the value of purchasing locally.  Local suppliers shall be encouraged to bid for products or services required by the City.”

Reference to the disposal of surplus or obsolete material has been revised in the policy to reflect the current practice.  Each Department is responsible for selling the material, either at public auction or as trade in, based on the best value for the City.

Mill Rate Comparison – For Information Only

Committee reviewed the municipal and education mill rates for 2000.

The City’s mill rate falls between Brandon and Winnipeg by about two mills on both sides.

The City of Portage la Prairie’s mill rate has decreased by 8% since 1990 and is raising 5.5% less in property tax revenues since 1990 while inflation has risen 23.8% over the past ten years.



Handivan Budget

As part of the 1999 budget process, the annual grant to the Portage la Prairie Handivan Inc. was increased by $3,000 from $7,800 to $10,800.

For the 2000 budget, the Handivan grant amount was included in the budget as $7,800.  The budget amount that should have been included for the Budget Committee’s consideration was $10,800.  Councillor Quinn noted that the Handivan rates increased on September 1, 1998 from $2.50 per trip to $3.00 per trip.  This was the first fare increase in eight years.

Request for Variation Extension – Mellco Developments Ltd.

Mellco Developments Ltd. has requested that Council consider the extension of Variation Order CP-8/99 that was approved on May 25th, 1999.

This variation application provided for the changing of the front yard requirement from 25 feet to 20 feet for the purpose of constructing condominiums on lots 10-21, Block 2, Plan 35629, PLTO in River Lot 94, Parish of Portage la Prairie and located at 13&21 Brookside Crescent, 10,14,18,22,26,30,34,38,42,50,58,62,66, and 78 Jack Cavers Place.

Section 55(13) of the Planning Act does allow Council at their discretion to extend a variation order if it is renewed before the expiry date.

The City received the request from Mellco Developments on May 12, 2000 with the expiry date being May 25, 2000.

Councillor Quinn questioned the wording of “renewed before expiry date” vs. “received before expiry date”.  Council discussed the issue.  Administration was directed to obtain a legal opinion on the matter and referred it to the June 26th Council Meeting.



Entrance Signs Tender Award

Invitations to tender the project were issued to nine sign manufacturers on April 14, 2000 with a closing date of April 28, 2000 at 2:00 p.m. local time.

In total, four manufacturers submitted tenders in accordance with the tender submission requirements as developed by Scatliff & Associates.  One incomplete bid was received by facsimile and was rejected since the tender request stated those proposals would not be accepted by this method.

Scatliff and Associates reviewed and analyzed each submission and has recommended that the contract for the supply, delivery, and installation of three highway signs be awarded to 3RG Enterprises at a total cost including taxes of $23,301.30.

Also, in order to comply with the standards of Manitoba Highways, the City must purchase highway sign posts separately from Highways at a total cost of approximately $8,800.00, including taxes and delivery.

The cost for Scatliff and Associates to administer and supervise the contract for this project is $2900 plus disbursements not to exceed $600 plus GST.  The total cost for this project is estimated to be $2,000 over the budgeted amount of $33,000.

Progress for Portage

It is our understanding that the intent of the Progress for Portage ad hoc committee, spearheaded by Portage Community Centre Inc. (PCCI), is to promote the community and raise funds to complete the construction phase of the William Glesby Centre as well as allowing the involved organizations to raise funds.

Any net proceeds from the ball tournament will likely be placed in a fund that will kick off the fundraising for the upgrading of the ball facilities at Republic Park that the City and the facility user groups are currently working on.

All proceeds from the golf tournament will go directly to PCCI while the proceeds from the Rotary Lobsterfest will assist the Rotary Club in meeting their pledge contributions to PCCI.

In this case, the total rental fees would be $154.32 for the ball diamonds and $202.70 for the rental of the arena excluding GST.

The use of the City logo would be for promotional activities and could be completed provided that the City has final authority in terms of its context.

The Arts Council is planning to host children’s events at Heritage Square and has requested that certain portions be blocked off in order to facilitate this event. 

The concept of Progress for Portage is unique and does provide an opportunity for the community of Portage la Prairie to work together to promote our organizations and our facilities.  It also provides those organizations, involved, including PCCI, the opportunity to fund raise and re-distribute those funds back into the community through programs and/or services.

Purchase of “Lights of the Wild”

In the 2000 budget, Council authorized up to $75,000 for the purchase and set up of the Lights of the Wild display and authorized administration to commence negotiations with the Winnipeg Zoological Society.

Over the course of the past several months, proposals were exchanged and the agreement represents the end result of those negotiations.

Prior to the commencement of the negotiations, members of City Council and Administration visited the site and viewed the display pieces to ensure that the equipment would complement the existing Island of Lights display inventory.

Highlights of the agreement include:

· That the City will pay $55,000 for the purchase of the entire Lights of the Wild display which includes 124 pieces.

· That the City will provide the Winnipeg Zoological Society with recognition at the project site; signage, full page advertisement in the souvenir coupon book, and the establishment of a “Lights of the Wild” theme area, for a five year period commencing this season.

· The City will be responsible for the pick up of the display pieces upon approval of this agreement by both parties.

As a result of the increased lighting requirements, there is a need to upgrade the power requirements at Island Park at an estimated cost which will not exceed $4,450.00 plus GST.

The addition of these lights from the Winnipeg Zoological Society will at least double the size of last years show and will provide an even more spectacular visual image.

The Grant-in-Aid from the Province for the 2000 year is $7800 with $6000 being allotted to the Dickens Avenue curbing and $1800 to dust control.  For information, the City received a grant of $88,000 in 1999.

Due to CN Rail’s work schedule, the rubber for the rail crossing has already been ordered at a cost of $24,000, after the GST rebate.

It is estimated to cost $22,000 for milling and overlay on Crescent Road from Royal Road to 1st Street SW.  By doing this work without GIA funding, the City would essentially be spending an additional $11,000 that may become available from GIA funding in future years.  There is no guarantee, however, that the City would receive GIA funding for this in the future.  The section from 1st Street to 4th Street would be deferred.  This would bring the total estimated cost of the work proposed to be done to $57,000 or $2,000 over the budgeted amount of $55,000.

If the dust control program ($7,200), Dickens Avenue Curb ($12,000) and 8th Street NW rubber rail crossings ($24,000) are proceeded with, the net cost after grant in funding would be approximately $35,000 or $20,000 under the budgeted amount of $55,100.
