The owner, City of Portage la Prairie (to be transferred to Portage Consumers Co-op) have applied to amend the City of Portage la Prairie Zoning By-Law No. 7680, to rezone the property as described as: All that portion of Parcel “A” Plan No. 29412, P.L.T.O., in River Lots 69, 70 and 113, Parish of Portage la Prairie, in Manitoba, which lies to the south of the southerly limit of Setter Street and which lies to the west of a straight line drawn from a point in the said southerly limit of Setter Street distant easterly thereon 300 feet from the easterly limit of River Road, S.S. Plan No. 436, P.L.T.O., to a point in the most southerly limit of said Parcel “A” distant easterly thereon 300 feet from the said easterly limit of River Road, being Setter Street and Cambridge Street on River Road, from R1 – Single Family Dwelling District to C2 – Central Commercial Zoning District  (fringe area) for the purpose to construct a Gas Bar and Convenience Store.

This application was circulated to the various City Departments and the Province with no concerns being expressed at time of writing.

The application has also been advertised in the Daily Graphic for two consecutive weeks as well as public notices have been sent to all owners of property within a 300 foot radius of the proposed development as per Section 45(2), (3) and (4) of the Planning Act.





First Reading of this by-law was given on Monday, March 27th, 2000 to commence the process as defined in the Planning Act in considering this application.

Portage la Prairie Fire Fighters Association Collective Agreement XE "Fire Fighters:Collective Agreement - Res. 143/00" 

 XE "Personnel:Firefighters - Collective Agreement - Res. 143/00" 

The Portage la Prairie Fire Fighters Association has ratified a new Collective Agreement that provides for the following:

· For the years 1999, 2000 and 2001;

· Banked hours to be taken off as lieu time are restricted to a maximum of 48 hours annually;

· The requirement to train fire fighters to EMT, Level 1 is deleted and replaced with “All Fire Fighters are to be trained to the Emergency Medical Responder level, if possible;

· The section providing for the City to cost share in a health club membership was deleted as the fire fighters weren’t taking advantage of the membership.;

· A new section was added to provide meals for when the firefighters are doing external fire inspections was added that provides that “Every employee required to be more than ten kilometers outside City limits between 12:00 and 1:00 p.m. shall receive a meal allowance of $7.50.;

· A new section dealing with relieving the two man shift is added to provide that part-time staff be given first opportunity to cover off all holidays and statutory time coverage, provided they meet the following guide lines:

a) passed probation, and

b) attained Level 1 Firefighter

full time staff will then be given the opportunity to cover the remaining shifts if the part time staff are unable to provide coverage.

· There shall be no layoffs for all existing firefighters employed by the City of Portage la Prairie as of January 1, 1999 except for just cause;

· A 2% increase will be received for each years 1999, 2000, 2001.

The Waterworks Committee respectfully submits the following report:





Award of Tender – Royal Road Watermain Renewal XE "Tenders/Requests for Proposals:Award of Tender - Watermain - Royal Road - Towle Constr. - 145/00" 

The tender was advertised in the Winnipeg Free Press, Daily Graphic and through the Heavy Construction Association.  The tender opening was Tuesday, April 18, 2000.

The work includes the replacement of existing watermains,  valves and service lines from the main to the property lines.  All restoration work will also be completed under this tender.

This section of waterline has experienced several breaks some resulting in extensive damage to private property.  The annual street rating lists this street as a high priority for the overlay program.  The overlay cannot be completed until the watermain is replaced.







Budget estimating for this project was based on the overall project costing $425 per meter.  The utility budget contains $201,000 for the work described above.

The work is scheduled for completion June 30, 2000.

Award of Tender – Operations Department Office Expansion XE "Tenders/Requests for Proposals:Award of Tender - Operations Office Expansion - Elwood McRorie - REs. 146/00" 

The tender for the Operations Department Office Expansion was advertised in the Daily Graphic and on the City Web page.  The tender and bids were opened on Tuesday, April 18, 2000.







The work in the tender includes the construction of an addition of approximately 1100 square feet of office space, including a reception area.







The project was tendered last year and was substantially over budget.  The design was revised to reduce costs and was re-tendered early in the year which has resulted in lower bids.







With the GST rebate taken into account, the low tender is $4,200 over the building budget of $144,500. ($150,530-(140,300*1.03).  Engineering fees are $2,500 over budget.  There will be some additional cost in the range of about $2,000 to relocate the gas service line.





Overall, with the low bid taken into account, the project is projected to be about $9000 over budget.
