Information was received from WaterCan on August 31st. We were advised that only six residents from the City of Portage la Prairie responded to the mailer with a donated total of less than $200.

Application for Subdivision – Towering Enterprises Ltd.

Towering Enterprises Ltd. wish to subdivide the City owned parking lot beside Cinema Centre. The application for subdivision received from the Province recommends that this proposal be approved, subject to the owner of the residual property (the City of Portage la Prairie) obtaining a variation to vary the minimum site width requirement from the required 15.2 meters (50 feet) to 11.35 meters (37.23 feet). The entire property is zoned C2 Central Commercial district (fringe area). 

The application was circulated to City Departments with no concerns being expressed.

Your Worship, your Waterworks Committee respectfully submits the following report





Discharge of Well Water into City Sewer System

On July 24, 2000, Council passed a resolution authorizing Ms. Ruddell to discharge well water into the City’s sewer system subject to certain conditions. Condition No. 4 stated, “that a meter be installed to monitor the amount of well water being used and discharged into the sewer system.”

Ms. Ruddell responded that she wishes to amend that condition to allow her to be billed based on a flat rate of 6000 gallons per quarterly billing as was originally discussed with the City, because a meter on the well would not accurately estimate the amount of water being discharged into the sewer systems taking into consideration water used for  the lawn and garden. In addition, placing a water meter on her well now could jeopardize a currently safe source of water for her because Ms. Ruddell has an allergic reaction to some metals.

In addition to this request by Ms. Ruddell, it has been suggested that the agreement should also contain a liability clause and a statement that the lines be flushed out and chlorinated if Ms. Ruddell ceases to be a resident at that address.

NEW BUSINESS

Cochrane Engineering-Pool Study

On August 28, Council authorized Administration to met with Cochrane Engineering and negotiate a lower cost in relation to their original submission. Cochrane subsequently provided the City with a revised proposal that reduced the original cost from $35,500 plus GST and disbursements equaling $3000 to $32,350 plus GST and disbursements equaling $2,350, a reduction of $7,800 excluding GST.

A further discussion on the revised proposal resulted in Cochrane agreeing to delete their disbursement cost of $2,350 from their second proposal and these costs will not be absorbed in the time allocation for work to be completed which will not exceed $32,350 plus GST.

The overall cost reductions are primarily based on the City providing Cochrane with some of the data that they require that would reduce their estimated time and cost as originally proposed.

The information that the study will provide in terms of capital cost and facility design/location will be required as part of the budget deliberations, discussing whether to do some capital upgrade on Lion’s Pool, or inject the money into a new facility.

The result of this feasibility study will be to provide Council with an estimate of the capital dollars required to construct and operate a new outdoor leisure aquatic facility as well as a determination concerning the best location for the new facility. To re-issue another RFP is possible, however, would be time consuming in terms of having the study completed by budget deliberation time in November along with no guarantee that the total cost would be reduced.
