When the City requires financing for a capital project through debentures, a by-law 
is required to authorize the estimated debt. To actually issue the debt, a second by-
law is required when the capital project is complete and the actual debt amount is 
known. 
 
The Municipal Board authorizes and tracks all debt authorized to be issued and all 
authorized debt actually issued. The City authorized $10.2 Million in debt for the 
upgrade of the Wastewater Treatment Facility. However, it actually issued $3.95 
Million, leaving a balance of $6.25 of authorized debt dedicated to this project. 
 
The project was completed and the outstanding amount of debt authorized is not 
required to that specific project. After first reading of the by-law to cancel unissued 
debt is given, it is presented to the Municipal Board for approval.

The City of Portage la Prairie acquired approximately 3.77 acres of land from the 
Department of Highways in September of 2000 for the cost of $58,691.24. This 
property is located just west of the IGA and Boston Pizza. Subsequently the City 
offered the property for public tender for 6 weeks with a closing date of January 
29, 2001. 
 
The City received one tender for the property from 3177701 Manitoba Ltd. for the 
amount of $60,200.00 excluding the G.S.T.  
 
The tender also includes that the City will construct a road that will be cost shared 
with the adjacent property owner. The road will be considered a private road with 
the purchaser expected to maintain the road at its cost after construction is 
completed. 
 
In this case, Shindico owns the adjacent property so there will be no concerns in 
terms of maintenance and road ownership. The City will not have any further 
duties or obligations in respect of the road once construction has been completed.
